AND MASS COMMUNICATION, JAIPUR Act , 2012
(Act No. 33 of 2012)
[Received the assent of the Governor on the 14 day of October, 2012]

An
Act

to establish and incorporate Haridev Joshi University of
Journalism and Mass Communication at Jaipur in the State of
Rajasthan and to provide for the matters connected therewith or

incidental thereto.

Be it enacted by the Rajasthan State Legislature in the
Sixty-third Year of the Republic of India. as follows:-

1. Short title, extent and commencement.- (1) This Act
may be called the Haridev Joshi University of Journalism and
Mass Communication, Jaipur Act, 2012.

(2) It extends to the whole of the State of Rajasthan.
(3) It shall be deemed to have come into force on and

from 29" August, 2012.
2. Definitions.- In this Act. unless the subject or context

otherwise requires,-

(a) "Academic Council" means the Academic Council of
the University as constituted under section 24;

(b) "Advisory Council" means the University Advisory
Council constituted under section 20;

(¢) "Board" means the Board of Management of the
University constituted under section 22,

(d) "Comptroller" means the Finance officer of the
University appointed under section 135;

(e) "Faculty" means a Faculty of the University:

(f) "Finance Committee" means the Finance Committee
of the University constituted under section 28,

(g) "prescribed” means prescribed by the Statutes,
Ordinances or Regulations;
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(h) "Pro-Vice-Chancellor" means the Pro-Vice-Chancellor
of the University appointed under section 13;

(1) "Registrar" means the Registrar of the University
appointed under section 14;

(j) "Statutes", "Ordinances" and "Regulations" mean the
Statutes, Ordinances and Regulations of the University
made under sections 43, 45 and 47 respectively;

(k) "student of the University" means a person enrolled in
the University for taking a course of study for a
degree, diploma or other academic distinction duly
instituted;

(I) "teacher" means a person appointed or recognized by
the University for the purpose of imparting instruction
or conducting and guiding research and includes a
person who may be declared by the Statutes to be a
teacher;

(m) "University" means the Haridev Joshi University of
Journalism and Mass Communication, Jaipur
incorporated under section 3;

(n) "University Department" means a Department
maintained by the University.

3. Incorporation of the University.- (1) The Chancellor,
the first Vice-Chancellor, the first members of the Board of
Management and the Academic Council of the University and all
persons who may hereafter become such officers or members so
long as they continue to hold such office or membership shall
constitute a body corporate by the name of "the Haridev Joshi
University of Journalism and Mass Communication, Jaipur" and
shall have perpetual succession and a Common Seal and may, by
that name, sue and be sued.

(2) The University shall be competent to acquire and hold
property, both movable and immovable, to lease, sell or otherwise
transfer or dispose of any movable or immovable property, which
may vest in or be acquired by it for the purposes of the University,
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and to contract and do all other things necessary for the purposes
of this Act:

Provided that no such lease, sale, transfer or disposal of
such property shall be made without the prior approval of the State
Government.

(3) The headquarters of the University shall be at Jaipur
which shall be the headquarters of the Vice-Chancellor.

(4) In all suits and other legal proceedings by or against the
University, the pleadings shall be signed and verified by the
Registrar and all processes in such suits and proceedings shall be
issued to and served on the Registrar.

4. Jurisdiction.- The jurisdiction of the University shall
extend to and the powers conferred by or under this Act shall be
exercisable by it in the University departments and its institutes
and institutions.

5. Objects of University.- The University shall be deemed
to have been established and incorporated for the purpose, among
others, of-

(i) to develop the University into a national centre of
teaching, training and research in the field of
Journalism and Mass Communication and allied fields,
including Applied Information Technology;

(i) to disseminate and advance knowledge by providing
instructional and research facilities in the field of
Journalism and Mass Communication and applied
fields, including Applied Information Technology; and

(ii1) to develop professionals with excellence.

6. Admission to the University.- (1) The University shall,
subject to the provisions of this Act, Statutes, Ordinances and
Regulations, be open to all persons.

(2) Nothing contained in sub-section (1) shall require the
University-

(a) to admit to any course of study any person who does

not possess the prescribed academic qualification or
standard; or
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(©)

(d)
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to retain on the rolls of the University any student
whose academic record is below the minimum
standard required for the award of a degree, diploma or
other academic distinction; or

to admit any person or retain any student whose
conduct is prejudicial to the interests or discipline of
the University or the rights and privileges of other
students and employees; or

to admit to any course of study students larger in
number than those prescribed.

(3) Subject to the provisions of sub-section (2),

reservation of seats in admission for the students belonging to the
Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Backward Classes and
women students shall be made in accordance with the provisions of

any law for the time being in force or in accordance with the policy

of the State Government.

7. Powers and functions of the University.- The

University shall have the following powers and functions,

namely:-
(a)
(b)

(c)

(d)

to administer and manage the University;

to provide for instruction in such branches of learning
as the University may, from time to time, determine
and to make provisions for research and for the
advancement and dissemination of knowledge as is
necessary for the furtherance of the objects of the
University;

to prescribe courses and curricula and provide for
flexibility in the education systems and delivery
methodologies;

to establish, with the prior approval of the State
Government, such centres, or other units for research
and instruction as are, in the opinion of the
University, necessary for the furtherance of its
objects;
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@
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to provide facilities through the distance education
system to such persons as it may determine;

to institute and confer degrees, diplomas and other
academic distinctions and awards in the manner
prescribed by the Statutes;

to institute and award fellowships, scholarships,
prizes, medals and other awards;

to collaborate or associate with other Universities,
institutions and authorities with like or similar
objects, as the University may determine;

to admit the students for the courses offered by the
University in the prescribed manner;

to fix, demand and receive or recover fees and
such other charges as may be prescribed;

to institute teaching, research and other posts required
by the University and to make appointments thereto;
to create administrative, ministerial and other
necessary posts and make appointments thereto;

to lay down conditions of service of all categories of
employees, including their code of conduct;

to regulate and enforce discipline among the students
and all categories of the employees and to take such
disciplinary measures in this regard as may be
prescribed or deemed by the University to be
necessary;

to establish, maintain and manage halls and hostels
for the residence of students and accommodation for
faculties, officers and employees of the University
and the guest houses;

to make arrangements for promoting the health and
general welfare of the students and employees;

to regulate the expenditure, and to manage the
finances and to maintain accounts of the University;
to receive grants, subventions, subscriptions,
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donations and gifts for the purpose of the University
and consistent with the objects for which the
University is established and to enter into any
agreement with the Central Government, the State
Government, the University Grants Commission or
other authorities or bodies for receiving any grants;

(s) to purchase, acquire, take on lease or dispose,
with the prior approval of the State Government,
any land or building or works which may be
necessary for the purpose of the University on
such terms and conditions as it may think fit and
proper and to construct, alter and maintain any such
buildings or works;

(t) to execute conveyances regarding transfers,
mortgages, leases, licences, agreements and other
conveyance in respect of the assets of the University
or to be acquired for the purpose of the
University, after taking prior permission of the State
Government;

(u) to borrow, with the prior approval of the State
Government, on the security of the property of the
University, money for the purposes of the University;
and

(v) to do all such other acts and things as the University
may consider necessary, conducive or incidental to
the attainment or enlargement of all or any of the
objects of the University.

8. Chancellor.- (1) The Governor of the State of Rajasthan
shall, by virtue of his or her office, be the Chancellor of the
University.

(2) The Chancellor shall be the Head of the University and
shall, when present, preside at the convocations thereof and confer
degrees, diplomas or other academic distinctions upon persons
entitled to receive them.
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(3) The Chancellor may of his or her own motion or on
application call for and examine the record of any officer or
authority of the University in respect of any proceeding to satisfy
himself or herself as to the regularity of such proceeding or the
correctness, legality or propriety of any decision taken or order
made therein; and if in any case, it appears to the Chancellor that
any such decision or order should be modified, annulled, reversed
or remitted for reconsideration, he or she may pass orders
accordingly:

Provided that every application to the Chancellor for the
exercise of the powers under this section shall be preferred within
three months from the date on which the proceeding, decision or
order to which the application relates was communicated to the
applicant:

Provided further that no order prejudicial to any person
shall be passed unless such person has been given an opportunity
of making his or her representation.

(4) The Chancellor shall exercise such other powers and
perform such other functions as may be conferred on or assigned to
him or her by or under this Act.

9. Visitation.- (1) The Chancellor shall have the right to
cause an inspection, to be made by such person or persons, as he or
she may direct—

(a) of the University, its buildings, laboratories, libraries,

museums, workshops and equipments; or

(b) of any institute, institution or hostel maintained by the

University; or

(c) of the teaching and other work conducted or done by

the University; or

(d) of the conduct of any examination held by the

University.

(2) The Chancellor shall also have the right to cause an
inquiry to be made by such person or persons as he or she may
direct in respect of any matter connected with the University.
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(3) The Chancellor shall, in every case, give notice to the
University of his or her intention to cause an inspection or inquiry
to be made and the University shall be entitled to be represented at
such inspection or inquiry.

(4) The Chancellor shall communicate to the University
his or her views with reference to the result of such inspection or
inquiry and may, after ascertaining the opinion of the University
thereon, advise the University upon the action to be taken and fix a
time limit for taking such action.

(5) The University shall, within the time limit so fixed,
report to the Chancellor the action taken or proposed to be taken on
the advice tendered by the Chancellor.

(6) If the University does not take action within the time
limit fixed, or if the action taken by the University is, in the
opinion of the Chancellor, not satisfactory, the Chancellor may,
after considering any explanation offered or representation made
by the University, issue such direction as he or she may deem fit
and the University shall comply with such direction.

(7) If the University does not comply with such direction
issued as per sub-section (6) within such time as may be fixed in
that behalf by the Chancellor, the Chancellor shall at his or her
discretion have power to appoint any person or body to implement
such direction and make such order as may be necessary for the
expenses thereof.

10. Officers and Authorities of the University.- The
following shall be the officers and authorities of the University,
namely:-

(a) Officers of the University-
(1) the Vice-Chancellor;
(11) the Pro-Vice-Chancellor;
(ii1))  the Registrar;
(iv)  the Comptroller;
V) the Estate Officer;
(vi)  the Dean of Student Welfare;
(vii)  the Deans of Faculties; and
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(viii) such other persons in the service of the
University as may be declared by the Statutes to
be the officers of the University.

(b) Authorities of the University-

(i)  the Advisory Council;

(i1)  the Board of Management;

(ii1) the Academic Council;

(iv) the Faculties;

(v)  the Board of Studies;

(vi) the Finance Committee; and

(vii) such other authorities as may be declared by the

Statutes to be the authorities of the University.

11. Vice-Chancellor.- (1) The Vice-Chancellor shall be a
whole time paid officer of the University and shall be appointed by
the Chancellor in consultation with the State Government upon
recommendation of a Selection Committee consisting of -

(a) one person nominated by the Board not connected
with the University or any college thereof;
(b) one person nominated by the Chairman, University
Grants Commission;
(c) one person nominated by the Chancellor; and
(d) one person nominated by the State Government,
and the Chancellor shall appoint one of these persons to be the
Chairman of the Committee.

(2) The term of the office of the Vice-Chancellor shall be
three years from the date on which he or she enters upon his or her
office or until he or she attains the age of seventy years, whichever
is earlier:

Provided that the same person shall be eligible for
reappointment for a second term.

(3) The Vice-Chancellor shall receive such pay and
allowances as may be determined by the State Government. In
addition to it, he or she shall be entitled to free furnished residence
maintained by the University and such other perquisites as may be
prescribed.
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(4) When a permanent vacancy in the office of the Vice-
Chancellor occurs by reason of his or her death, resignation,
removal or the expiry of his or her term of office, it shall be filled
by the Chancellor in accordance with sub-section (1), and for so
long as it is not so filled, stop-gap arrangement shall be made by
him or her under and in accordance with sub-section (5).

(5) When a temporary vacancy in the office of the Vice-
Chancellor occurs by reason of leave, suspension or otherwise or
when a stop-gap arrangement is necessary under sub-section (4),
the Registrar shall forthwith report the matter to the Chancellor
who shall make, on the advice of the State Government,
arrangement for the carrying on of the function of the office of the
Vice-Chancellor.

(6) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-section (1)
to sub-section (5), the first Vice-Chancellor of the University shall
be appointed by the Chancellor on the advice of the State
Government for a period not exceeding three years on such terms
and conditions as the State Government may determine.

(7) The Vice-Chancellor may at any time relinquish office
by submitting, not less than sixty days in advance of the date on
which he or she wishes to be relieved, his or her resignation to the
Chancellor.

(8) Such resignation shall take effect from the date
determined by the Chancellor and conveyed to the Vice-
Chancellor.

12. Powers and duties of the Vice-Chancellor.- (1) The
Vice-Chancellor shall be the principal executive and academic
officer of the University and shall, in the absence of the
Chancellor, preside at the convocations of the University.

(2) The Vice-Chancellor shall be ex-officio Chairman of the
Board and Academic Council.

(3) The Vice-Chancellor shall be responsible for presenting
to the Board for its deliberations and consideration matters of
concern to the University. He or she shall have power to convene
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the meetings of the Board and the Academic Council and such
other authorities or bodies as may be prescribed.

(4) The Vice-Chancellor shall exercise general control over
the affairs of the University and shall be responsible for the due
maintenance of discipline in the University.

(5) The Vice-Chancellor shall ensure the faithful
observance of the provisions of this Act and the Statutes,
Ordinances and Regulations and shall possess all such powers as
may be necessary for the purpose.

(6) In an emergency, which in the opinion of the Vice-
Chancellor requires immediate action to be taken, he or she shall
take such action as he or she deems necessary and shall at the
earliest opportunity report the action taken to the officer, authority
or other body who or which in the ordinary course would have
dealt with the matter.

(7) Where any action taken by the Vice-Chancellor under
sub-section (6) affects any person in the service of the University
to his or her disadvantage, such person may prefer an appeal to the
Board within thirty days of the date on which the action is
communicated to him or her.

(8) Subject as aforesaid, the Vice-Chancellor shall give
effect to the orders of the Board regarding the appointment,
suspension and dismissal of officers, teachers and other employees
of the University.

(9) The Vice-Chancellor shall be responsible for close
coordination and integration of teaching, research and other work
and shall exercise such other powers as may be prescribed.

13. Pro-Vice-Chancellor.- The Pro-Vice-Chancellor of
the University shall be appointed in such manner, for such period,
on such terms and conditions and shall exercise such powers and
perform such functions as may be prescribed by the Statutes.

14. Registrar.- (1) The Registrar shall be the Chief
Administrative Officer of the University. He or she shall work
directly under the superintendence, direction and control of the
Vice-Chancellor.
